  The	
  aim	
  is	
  to	
  
improve	
  photography	
  skills	
  in	
  the	
  group	
  and	
  shooting	
  in	
  black	
  and	
  white	
  has	
  
long	
  been	
  considered	
  a	
  great	
  way	
  to	
  achieve	
  this.	
  Effective	
  black-­and-­white	
  
photography	
  relies	
  on	
  form,	
  texture,	
  lines,	
  contrast,	
  tonality	
  and	
  composition	
  
to	
  engage	
  the	
  viewer.	
  Without	
  flashy	
  colours	
  to	
  draw	
  viewers	
  in,	
  the	
  black-­
and-­white	
  photographer	
  either	
  masters	
  the	
  principles	
  of	
  composition	
  or	
  
perishes.	
  
	
  
We	
  will	
  also	
  explore	
  the	
  use	
  of	
  Collage	
  for	
  presentation	
  of	
  our	
  work.	
  In	
  the	
  last	
  
twenty	
  years,	
  video	
  and	
  film	
  have	
  become	
  the	
  predominant	
  forms	
  of	
  modern	
  
storytelling.	
  But	
  before	
  video,	
  there	
  was	
  photography.	
  And	
  for	
  the	
  last	
  one	
  
hundred	
  years	
  photography	
  and	
  storytelling	
  went	
  hand	
  in	
  hand.	
  We	
  will	
  delve	
  
into	
  the	
  art	
  of	
  story	
  telling	
  through	
  photography.	
  We	
  will	
  explore	
  how	
  to	
  
combine	
  the	
  skill	
  of	
  our	
  photography	
  with	
  the	
  emotions	
  and	
  concepts
